Living and Learning Communities (LLC)

A SUNY Oswego Living and Learning Community (LLC) is a cohort of 19 students who are enrolled in a common block of courses and live in the same residence hall. The block of courses consist of a FirstChoice course (lead course) and one or two other common sections of courses that are linked together by a common theme or major. The FirstChoice course (or lead course) is limited to the 19 students in the LLC. The linked course(s) can be restricted to the LLC cohort or can be open to other students as well.
